Policy Statement
We maintain the highest possible security of our premises to ensure that children are safely cared for during their time with us. Security measures are designed to protect children, staff, parents, visitors, and property while enabling safe access to the setting.

Procedures
Children’s Personal Safety
· All staff have undergone enhanced DBS checks including children’s barred list checks.
· Children are never left unsupervised.
· Minimum of two adults are present whenever children are on the premises.
· Children are collected only by known parents or carers; any change must be notified in advance and recorded on the ‘collecting children’ sheet.
· The adult collecting a child from the Rainbow Room assumes responsibility for that child once collected.
· Staff are trained in safeguarding and security protocols as part of EYFS 2025 requirements.

Premises Security
· Daily security checks are carried out before each session.
· The front door is supervised to ensure safe arrival and departure of children.
· Church Porch entrance is locked and alarmed from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm.
· Front door has a high handle and is bolted internally from 9:30 am to 12:15 pm (1:00 pm on lunch club days).
· Arrival and departure times of staff, volunteers, and visitors are recorded accurately.
· Systems are in place to prevent unauthorised access to the premises.
· Systems prevent children from leaving the premises unnoticed.
· Visitors are only allowed with prior appointments, recorded in the Visitor Book.
· All gates and doors are bolted or padlocked when necessary.
· Staff and volunteers’ personal belongings are securely stored during sessions.
· Minimal petty cash is kept on site.
· Any suspicious activity is challenged, and the police contacted if necessary.
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
